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Dear NCL Members, 

 
I want to remind you all to get out and vote on December 8th.  As you may know, I have been working with the group ACT NOW to help sup-
port the passage of the new school building on the Freeman Centennial grounds.  We are estimating we need 2,500 votes to make the new 
school a reality.   Every vote makes a difference so please get out and have your vote counted. 

This school needs to be replaced.  It is not a safe or healthy environment for our children and it is not a good use of our tax dollars to try 
and band aid it together.  It is estimated that over the next ten years we will spend more doing the needed repairs on the build ing than the 
new facility would cost.   And remember, we will need an override for these repairs or the amounts will come out of the operatin g budget of 
the town.  We need to think long term and do what is right for our children and our tax dollars.  We have one chance to pass thi s and re-
ceive $17.3 million  from the state.  We cannot afford to NOT  approve this new school building. 

So, please go out and vote on December 8th.  The polls will be open from 7am until 8pm.  We will have childcare available from 1:45pm until 
8:00pm in the HOD cafeteria and car monitoring (a responsible individual to stand by your car and watch your children) from 9 am until 
8pm. 

And, if you or your spouse is out of town on December 8th, please take the time to use an absentee ballot.  Below is all the information you 
will need:  

There are three and only three reasons where you can use an absentee ballot:  

- you will be out of town on the whole day of the election 

- you have a physical disability that prevents you from going to the polling place 

- religious beliefs 

The process:  

- you need to fill out an application (one page) for an Absentee Ballot; the application must ARRIVE at the Town Clerkôs Office by noon on 
December 7th 

- you need to fill out an Absentee Ballot; the ballot must ARRIVE at the Town Clerkôs Office by 8pm on December 8th (the day of the elec-
tion)  

There are many ways you can accomplish the above:  

- you can go to the Town Clerk's and fill out the application and ballot all at the same time and be done with it  

- you can go to the Town Clerk's and fill out an application and the Clerk will mail you the ballot, which you can mail back or  drop off  

- you can do it all by mail - mail in the application; the Clerk will mail you a ballot; you mail the ballot back

There is one application to fill out for yourself and another that you could fill out for a family member (ex. you fill one o ut for your traveling 
spouse).  If you are filling out an application for a family member, the actual ballot must be mailed to the absentee voter - you canôt vote for 
your spouse or deliver the ballot to them. 

IMPORTANT:  When filling out the Application, in Section 1, you need to check off TWO election types.  Check off BOTH ña primaryò and 
ñan electionò, specifying your party for the primary and the date of the election (Dec 8, 2009) for the latter.  This is necessary because you 
will be filling out two ballots: one for the Primary of the State Senate Election and another for the Town Election Questions .

fire staffing and the E911 Communications Center, serving a population of just under 10,000.  Fire Chief Coleman Bushnell 

related that while the building is presently 9,664 square feet, the actual square footage used by police and fire is nearly 14,000 

square feet when taking into account the use of the former DPW facility, garage behind the Public Safety Building and mobile 

home trailer used for firefighter quarters.  

Nearly $700,000 has been spent by Norfolk for the acquisition of property from the Federated Church to allow for the pro-

posed construction; new septic system; feasibility study along with the generation of new facility plans and construction bid  

documents.  The proposed new facility would be two floors totaling 29,900 square feet at a cost of $9.9 million.  Both Chiefs 

stressed the bid cost is projected to be about ten percent less given the present favorable building climate.  The Public Safety 

Building ballot, along with the new Freeman/Centennial School and road program will be December 8 th.  Both Chiefs remain 

optimistic enough community support can be generated for the vote.
