Later this fall, the voters of Norfolk will be asked to decide whether to fund a new school
building to replace the aging Freeman-Centennial School. I, for one, will be voting yes.

Because of the importance around this issue, a task force (ACT NOW — Advocacy and
Communication Toward Norfolk’'s Opportunity Window) has been established to help educate
the community about, and garner support for, the passage of funding for building a new school
on the Freeman Centennial School grounds. Norfolk has been approved by the Massachusetts
School Building Authority (MSBA) to build a new school building and will be reimbursed for more
than 50% of the cost if we approve funding this fall at Town Meeting on November 10th and if
approved at a special election this winter.

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Hot Mulled Cider

A steaming fragrant mug of this cider is a welcome treat on a brisk fall afternoon. Garnish
with a cinnamon stick or lemon slice, if desired.

Ingredients

e 4 cups apple cider Preparation

e 1/4 cup fresh orange juice Combine all ingredients in a me-

e 10 black peppercorns dlgm saucepan over medium hegt;
bring to a simmer. Cook for 30 min-

* 6 whole cloves utes. Strain cider mixture through a

* 5 whole white cardamom pods, crushed fine sieve over a bowl, and discard

e 4 star anise solids. Serve cider hot.

e 3 (1/4-inch) thick lemon slices

e 3 cinnamon sticks

e 1 (1/2-inch) piece peeled fresh ginger, thinly sliced

Candied Apples

Apples sold in bulk in bags, which tend to be smaller than those sold individually, are the ideal size
for these treats. You'll find white dowels at hobby and craft stores, or use wooden craft sticks.
Store Candied Apples in an airtight container for up to three days.

Ingredients

Cooking spray

8 (4-ounce) Red Delicious apples, stemmed

1 cup sugar

1/3 cup light-colored corn syrup

1/3 cup water

1/3 cup cinnamon decorator candies (such as Red Hots)

Preparation
Line a large baking sheet with foil, and coat with cooking spray. Insert 1 (6-inch) white dowel into
stem end of each apple.

Combine sugar, corn syrup, water, and candies in a small heavy saucepan over medium heat.
Cook until sugar dissolves, stirring occasionally. Cook, without stirring, until a candy thermometer
registers 300° (about 8 minutes). Remove from heat.

Working with 1 apple at a time, holding apple by its dowel, dip in syrup, tilting pan to cover apple.
Turn apple quickly to coat evenly with syrup; let excess syrup drip back into pan. Place apple,
dowel side up, on prepared baking sheet to harden (about 5 minutes).
